4. Cards: Bring your British Fencing Association (or equivalent, e.g. MPAG) membership card with you
and show it at check-in. Full membership is required.

5. Format: You will fence all the other competitors in a giant (mixed) “Poule Unique” on many pistes.
The time limit is 1 minute. Any double hits scored will not count. After 1 minute if there has been no
victor, the match will be called a double defeat. Although the event is mixed, there are separate
trophies and medals for the top three women as well as men.

6. Referees: Please referee and floor spot for each other.

7. Kit: You must bring your kit in good working order and in a safe condition. The organiser reserves
the right to refuse to allow a fencer to compete in kit he considers to be unsafe. Plastrons are
mandatory.

8. All fencers must be age 13 years or over before 1st January in the season of the event. The
season runs from 1st September to 31st August.

9. All fencers must participate in accordance with BFA Safety Guidelines (see www.BritishFencing.com).

10. Blade size restrictions: BFA rules apply (any size 1 to 5 allowed).
