Referees: Please referee and floor spot for each other.

Kit: You must bring your kit in good working order and in a safe condition. The organiser reserves
the right to refuse to allow a fencer to compete in kit he considers to be unsafe. Plastrons (rated for
at least the 800Newtons level, i.e. CEN2) are mandatory.

All fencers must be age 13 years or over before 1st January in the season of the event. The
season runs from 1st September to 31st August.
