Kingston Fencing Club

Rules

1.
Kingston Fencing Club is a member of the British Fencing Association (Membership No:4023). The club and members are insured by that body.

2. 
Venue and times:- The club meets at Beverley School, College Rd., Blakes Lane, New Malden, Surrey. It is open every Tuesday except for two weeks over the Christmas/New year period. Fencing starts at 7.30pm. - 9.45pm. All equipment must be put away and the hall must be clear by 10.pm.

3.  
Fee structure:- See details of fee sheet held by the Treasurer and payments due. New enquiries are given their first night fencing free, there after standard fees are charged. Any person joining the club partway through the term will be charged on a pro rata basis.


Current members of the club are those who have paid their fees in full for that term. A full list of club members shall be maintained by the Treasurer /Vice Treasurer.   

4.
Footwork and club training:- will start at 7-30pm and will be  organised and run at the coaches discretion.

5.
Lessons:- These are given by any one of the three qualified coaches 


Ian Keeble, Prof. Lance Lawson and Trevor Langford. Please speak to any of the masters at the start of the evening for a lesson and he will call you when it is your turn.

6. 
Dress code :- Members must wear the correct safety clothing and adhere to safety regulations at all times. Any member not conforming to these standards do so entirely at their own risk. 


IF in doubt ask a senior fencer.

7.
Equipment:- All fencing equipment provided is the property of K.F.C. and must only be used in the Fencing Salle. At the end of the evening it must be placed back in the armoury in a tidy manner. 


Electric Weapons:- may be used by all members, but any breakages must be repaired or replaced by the member or a contribution of £15 is to be paid to the treasurer. The club is not required to maintain electric weapons.

8.
Electric Boxes:-The first two fencers go on the box and the loser comes off after the first bout and is replaced by the referee. The next fencer wishing to fence then takes the referee’s place therefore allowing constant rotation. If you want to fence then you must referee.

9.
An A.G.M. is held in November each year, when a new committee is elected.


Only full members are allowed to vote at this meeting.


An E.G.M. may be called at any time by three full members, giving two weeks written notice.

10.
The club operates an Equal Opportunity and Child protection policy. These along with any documents relating to the club may be seen giving one weeks notice to the secretary. 

11.
Club fixtures:-Arrangements are ongoing for club matches and other events (Please keep your eye on the notice board).

12.
Social events:-The club has an arrangement with New Malden Tennis Club where the fencers may use the bar facilities on a Tuesday evening after fencing. There is a visitors fee of 30p collected by Ian Keeble who looks after club payment. Please see any committee member who will be pleased to show you the way.

13.
The club has the right to exclude any member who in the opinion of the elected committee has behaved in an unsportsman like manner.

14.
Any other matters arising that are not dealt with by these rules, shall be decided by the committee.

15.
Club rules may be changed at any time by the committee.
