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KINGSTON FENCING CLUB

RULES & CONSTITUTION
1.
The Club shall have an Annual General Meeting each November at which time a committee shall be elected.

2.
The Committee shall have three Executive Officers; Chairman, Treasurer and Secretary.  The full Committee shall consist of Executive Officers plus five members.  The Club shall also elect at the AGM an Armourer, Match Secretary and Weapons Captain.

3.
An emergency general meeting may be called by any three Club members giving three weeks notice.

4.
Voting at the general meetings shall be restricted to members of the Club (i.e., full paying adults).

5.
Current members of the Club are determined as those who have paid their fees in full for that term.  A list of Club members shall be maintained by the Treasurer/Vice Treasurer.

6.
Kingston Fencing Club operates an Equal Opportunities policy.

7.
Entry to Club Championships shall be restricted to members of the Club (or at the discretion of the Committee).
8.
The Club has one account at the present time.  All accounts must be under the control of the Treasurer.  Any account must have at least two signatories; all signatories must be Committee Members.  One of the required signatures on the approved list for expenditure shall be the Treasurer and another shall be Secretary or Chairman.  A majority of the Committee must approve the opening of any new account.

9.
Expenditure up to £250 may be authorised by the Committee.  Greater expenditure shall require approval of majority of Club members (with the exception of hall fees).  The regular outgoings must be agreed at the AGM.

10.
The AGM must be presented with a report from the Secretary and the Treasurer.  These reports shall be included in the minutes.  Club members may inspect the minutes on request.
11.
The Club is a member of the British Fencing Association (Membership No: 4023).  It is the Committee’s responsibility to ensure the Club membership is renewed.

12.
Any electric foils that are held at the Club may be used by Club members, but any breakages must be replaced or repaired by the member or a contribution of £15 is to be paid to the Treasurer.  The club is not required to maintain electric foils.
13.
Venue & Time: Tuesday 7.30pm, Beverley School, New Malden, Surrey.  Open every Tuesday except for the two weeks over the Christmas/New Year Period and occasionally when the school needs the hall.  Fencing finishes at 9.30pm and all equipment needs to be put away and members should clear the hall by 9.45pm.
14.
Fee Structure: See detailed fee sheet held by the Treasurer for rates and payment dates.  New enquirers are given their first night fencing at the Club for free, thereafter standard fees payable.  Any person joining the club partway through the term will be charged on a pro rata basis.

15.
Masters: Lessons are given at the discretion of the masters, (currently including Ian Keeble and Lance Larsen).  Please speak to the master at the start of the evening and he will call you when it is your turn.
16.
Footwork and Training: There will be footwork training at 7.30pm whenever there is sufficient demand.
17.
Club Championships:  These are normally held each summer for each weapon.
18.
Club Matches:  Arrangements are ongoing for Club matches and other events.  See the notice board or the Match Secretary for details.

19.
Electric Boxes:  The system is generally winner stays on for a maximum of two bouts, then the referee goes on.  If you want to get on the box then you need to preside!   Please pack all equipment away promptly at 9.30pm.  In particular do not leave a box out unless someone else is going on.  Bouts should be restricted to 10 hits if people are waiting.

20.
Dress Code:  Suitable footwear shall be worn on the piste and hair shall be worn following standard regulations, i.e., shoulder length or longer hair shall be tied back from the face and away from the shoulders – as this can interfere with points being scored - the shoulders, etc., are part of the main target area!

21.
Social Events:  Social events are arranged throughout the year, please listen for announcements or see the notice board.  The Club has an arrangement with the New Malden Tennis Club which is located opposite Blakes Lane.  Please see a member of the Committee who I am sure will be able to point you in the right direction!  A fee of 30p per week is payable to Ian Keeble who looks after our Social Club Member ship fees.
22.
The Club has the right to exclude any member who in the opinion of the elected committee has behaved in an unsportsperson like manner.

23.
Any other matters arising which are not dealt with by these rules shall be decided by the Committee.
24.
Alterations to the rules and constitution must be agreed by a majority of Club members.
